HOYYHO-NMPAKTUYECKUN XYPHAA
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Austria is one of highly developed countries in Europe.
It has been a big scientific and cultural center of
Europe for many centuries.

When we speak about Austria every scientist in genet-
ics, every breeder will certainly remember Austrian
founders of genetics — Gregor Johann Mendel and Erich
von Tschermak, whose research came to discovery of
very important principles. In 1910 Sergey Ivanovich
Zhegalov, the founder of breeding in Russia, studied
the basis of breeding and seed production under the
supervision of Prof. Tschermak, and in 1920 he set up a
breeding and seed-production work at Gribovskaya
breeding-experimental station (now it is All Russian
Research Institute of Vegetable Breeding and Seed
Production).

BuUt Austria is also and the most musical country of
Europe. A powerful Gubsburg dynasty, which run the
country from 1278 and up to the World War 1, sup-
ported and promoted music, and even many Austrian
rulers were good musicians: Leopold | - a composer,
Karl VI - a violinist, Josef Il — a cellist. Vienna has
always attracted musicians and composers; they came
here from all the Europe: it's a homeland of such leg-
endary composers as Ludvik van Beethoven, Johannes
Brahms, Franz Joseph Haydn, Christoph Willibald von
Gluck, Gustav Mahler, Wolfgang Amadeus Mozart,
Franz Schubert, Strausses — both father and son.
Vienna has become a European capital of classical
music. Nowadays it is one of the leading musical cen-
ters in the world. Vienna Philharmonic Orchestra
(Wiener Philharmoniker), Vienna Boy's Choir (Wiener
Sangerknaben), Vienna state opera (Wiener
Staatsoper), Vienna concert hall (Konzerthaus), the
main hall of the imperial castle (Hofburg) are famous
all over the world. But it would be a mistake to think
that only classical music is played in Vienna. Time
goes, tastes have been changing, new generations
choose new genres. Techno and rave are popular in the
Austrian capital, pop and rock are also not forgotten,
a lot of concerts of modern singers are held on at the
stages in the capital. It is no wonder that a new musi-
cal style, the Vegetable Orchestra, has appeared in
Austria. The Vegetable Orchestra was founded in
February 1998, and now this orchestra gives perform-
ances on tour around the world. The musicians of the
orchestra gave us some information about their activ-
ity and gave a special interview to the journal
«Vegetables of Russia».

Vegetables and music.... What can be common
between these definitions? We can find the answer to
this question in musical vegetable orchestra which
was founded in February 1998 in Vienna. The only
unique vegetable orchestra plays the instruments
entirely made of different fresh vegetables.

nce the idea was born and bred by a group of people, who came

from different musical backgrounds (improvisation, electronics,

pop, rock, punk, contemporary). All the musicians had their own
projects and aims in their favourite work. But they obviously wanted to cre-
ate something special what anybody has never made before them. Sound
investigation which surrounds us in our daily life, investigation of new
musical direction, new emotions and feelings demonstration resulted in
creating of the first vegetable orchestra in the world.

Here they are, the heroes of musical art who can get sounds like noth-
ing else on Earth from tomatoes, cucumbers and carrot roots: Jurgen
Berlakovich, Nikolaus Gansteren, Susanna Gartmayer, Barbara Kaiser,
Matthias Meinharter, Jorg Piringer, Ernst Reitermaier, Richard Repey,
Ingrid Schlogl, Marie Steinauer, Ulrich Troyer, Tamara Wilhelm, sound
technitians Christina Bauer and Lutz Nerger, videotape operator Volker
Piringer, and administrator Denice Fredriksson.

A vegetable orchestra is a unique event. But this group is also unique
because they do not have a leader. It is a group of self-organized women
and men working collaboratively on this project. In artistic, aesthetic and
infrastructural decisions of importance all members of the orchestra have
their equal status. The ensemble is a mix of people with different artistic
backgrounds - musicians, visual artists, architects, designers, media
artists, writers and sound poets all came together here. We think that a
secret of their success is a large and friendly team full of enthusiasm striv-
ing for one common aim.

It turns out that there is nothing impossible for vegetables to transmit
sounds of jazz, rock, pop music, electronic music and even classical
music! Sometimes sound of vegetable instruments can be compared with
cries of wild animals, and sometimes they are absolutely something differ-
ent. All the musicians are sure that it is impossible to trans-
mit vegetable sounds using other instruments. So, what

kind of music is this transmitted with just ordinary vegetable? The musi-
cians call it - a vegetable sound. And to describe sounds of these unusu-
al instruments we can advise you only one thing, - it is much better to
hear it once, than reading about it 100 times.

But the most interesting fact is that it is pleasant not only to listen to a
musical concert but and to taste it. In fact it sounds unusual. The thing is
that the audience can estimate chef's skillful art of cookery. Soup from
fresh vegetables will be served special for the guests come. Besides,
both every performance differs with new sounds and instruments and
vegetable soup is always unique and very delicious. Musicians not only
diversify musical art, it is «art without any wastes": a part of vegetables
used for instruments creating is used for soup preparing, and instruments
are presented to the audience in the end of performance and they decide
themselves whether to keep a carrot horn as a memory or to eat it with
great pleasure.

So, what does a vegetable concert begin with? Of course, with the
most important thing — with musical instruments creating, whose tech-
nique depends on a vegetable musicians are going to play. So, a tomato
or leek is ready for the performance already and don't need any prelimi-
nary work. But it will take you about 13 minutes to create a cucumber
wind instrument and about an hour to make a flute from carrot.
Instruments creation from vegetables is a complex process. They use
drilling machines, sharp knifes, potato peelers and other kitchen uten-
sils.

All the vegetables must be fresh, with proper size and shape. And this
is the most difficult problem for the musicians when they are on tour, as
it's not possible to find fresh vegetables of good quality and with proper
size everywhere. Musicians pay a lot of attention to the quality of vegeta-
bles bought at open markets because it is not possible to play on a rot-
ten cucumber or small pumpkins. Besides, instruments can go bad and
be broken in an unsuitable moment - during the performance, what is
inadmissible for such a unique orchestra. Composers usually choose
and buy vegetable not in shops but in open markets, because as they say
acoustic qualities of vegetables can be damaged because of keeping
them in vacuum packing. Requirements to the vegetables quality depend
on their destination: for example, a carrot root for a drumstick should be
big, for flute creating — of an average size and special structure. Another
problem musicians come across is vegetables drying during perform-
ances under light and high temperature. That is why constant tempera-
ture and light are tried to maintain during performances.

Musical instruments upgrading and their extension is constantly in
process. So, the first instrument in 1997 was tomato and the last one
appeared...yesterday. The musicians constantly create new instruments
and upgrade old ones, sometimes combining new ideas with classical,
and as a result new sounds appear. And by the way the orchestra tries to
keep constant sounds, that is necessary to create their own works of art.
And a special musical notation already exists for this purpose.

Tours of this group are planned for a year ahead. Musicians of the
Vegetable Orchestra prefer to play in places with an open-minded audi-
ence and concentrated atmosphere that can be a concert hall, a theatre
room, an art gallery etc. However they treat their music seriously: they do
not like playing in a comedy context or during commercial events
because musicians are earnest about their music.

Nevertheless why did they choose vegetables? You can find nothing
like that anywhere. There is only man in Australia Linsey Pollack who
gives concerts using vegetables, but there is such an orchestra nowhere.
«Vegetables — are something you can not only hear but and feel and
taste. Vegetables diversity is infinite: different colours, sizes, local differ-
ences of varieties, — everything lets improve musical art» - musicians
think. Art and music particularly can be created from everything, every
thing contains a melody in itself and it sounds uniquely. You should just
listen and you will be able to find sounds everywhere...

The musicians of the Vegetable Orchestra kindly agreed to answer
our questions.

The vegetable orchestra: We play mainly our own composi-
tions, but sometimes we integrate influences from other music
we like; so we have made a cover version of a song of the
German band 'Kraftwerk' and wrote a vegetable composition
based on aesthetic elements of the Russian composer Igor
Stravinsky...

«Vegetables of Russia»: Your orchestra gives performance
on tour all over the world. Have you ever been in Russia? What
are your impressions about Russia? Are you planning to visit
Russia with the musical performances once more?

The vegetable orchestra: Yes, we have been in Russia sev-
eral times, it is a very interesting country with a high level of cul-
tural education; we hope to come again!

«Vegetables of Russia»: Thank you for your attention paid
and for the interview. We could say that we are colleagues! You
are musicians and we are breeders of vegetable crops. It is quite
easy to explain. What is music? Music is an art that promotes a
harmony between the physical, psychical and spiritual personal-
ity development and enhances general intelligence of people.
We are breeders; we develop new varieties and hybrids of differ-
ent vegetable crops with high content of biologically active sub-
stances and antioxidants that make people healthier. Vegetables
can be considered as food and medicine, and at the same time
they are music! It is physical and mental health!
